	Title: Persuasive Writing – Brainstorming to Planning

	Approx. Time: 45 - 50 minutes

	Materials: SmartBoard, pencils, felts, chart paper

	Big Ideas:  Students will use their brainstormed ideas and put their thoughts into a well-organized plan.

	Curriculum Expectations: 

Grade 3 and 4: 

Students will listen, speak, read, write, view and represent to explore thoughts, ideas, feelings and experiences.

	Objective/ Purpose of Lesson:  Students will use a persuasive writing plan to put their thoughts onto paper, by choosing their favorite season and choosing three ideas from the mind maps. They will be writing to persuade me and Mr.Paris.


	Activating Prior Knowledge/Action/Activity:

Title: Persuade Us - Hook
Time duration: 2 minutes

Activity: Me and Mr. Paris are looking for the best piece of persuasive writing. We want you (students) to persuade us, and we will choose the top three letters that convince us that your chosen season is the best.

Title: Brainstorming to Planning 
Time duration: 10 minutes

· Using the PowerPoints, quiz students to see if they know which three things to include in their paper.

· Inform students that they will be using a writing plan to organize their thoughts onto paper. Ask them why they think this is important (so our thoughts are not all over the place and our writing is organized).

· Give an example (provided on PowerPoint) about Fall and how the planning sheet will be used. 

· Ask students what they think I am looking for to give out marks in that example (opinion, reason, example). 

· If necessary, show one more example, but using summer this time.
· Tell students if they cannot think of an example, that they can then make up a realistic example. Examples are specific, and must connect to the reason. 
· Students must choose one season. Students must choose 3 reasons from the chart provided.

Title: Persuasive Plan
Time: 20 minutes

Activity:  Students will be given time to fill out their writing plan. 

Title: Sharing
Time: 10 minutes

Activity: Students will come up and share their reasons with the class, reading from their writing plan. This may place an emphasis and importance on using the planning sheet.


	Reflection: The mind maps from the previous lesson should be utilized for this lesson.
