	Title: Persuasive Writing – Putting thoughts onto paper

	Approx. Time: 50 - 55 minutes

	Materials: SmartBoard, pencils, felts, chart paper

	Big Ideas:  Students will use their brainstormed ideas and put their thoughts onto paper.

	Curriculum Expectations: 

Grade 3 and 4: 

Students will listen, speak, read, write, view and represent to explore thoughts, ideas, feelings and experiences.

	Objective/ Purpose of Lesson:  Students will use a persuasive writing plan to put their thoughts onto paper, by choosing their favorite season and choosing three ideas on the mind maps. They will be writing to persuade me and Mr.Paris.


	Activating Prior Knowledge/Action/Activity:

Title: Persuade Us - Hook
Time duration: 2 minutes

Activity: Me and Mr. Paris are looking for the best piece of persuasive writing. We want you (students) to persuade us, and we will choose the top three letters that convince us that your chosen season is the best.

Title: Persuasive Writing Plan 
Time duration: 10 minutes

· In your plan, choose your strongest reason. Put a 1 next to your strongest reason, as this will be used first in your writing. Do the same for 2 and 3.

· Each paragraph will have an opening sentence. Show students a brief and extended version of the  first paragraph. The first paragraph is focused on telling the reader your opinion.

· Paragraph two will be next. This will be your reason that you put a 1 next to.

· Opening sentence: My first reason is …     or    The best thing about summer…
· Use a couple sentences for your explanations of your reasons. Your last sentence is the example, to show the reader a real-life example and put them in your shoes.
· Show each paragraph on the slide one-by-one. Have a student read each one. 

· Final paragraph should re-state your opinion in the beginning. In our example, the writer ends the paragraph with a question. The reader then thinks about this question as he puts the paper down.
· Re-read your essay. Does it make sense? Do the explanations make it easy for someone to understand your reasons? Do you write with complete sentences?

· Look back to the top of your paper. Did you give your opionion (opening and closing)? Did you write three paragraphs, each with a reason, explanation, and example? Did you write using organizing words?

· Proof-read your work. Check for spelling, capitals, complete sentences, etc. Show the slides that summarize these points. 

Title: Mind Map Creations
Time: 20 minutes

Activity:  Students will be given 15 - 20 minutes to make their mind maps. I will go around to each group to ensure there is cooperation and give support when needed.

Title: Work-Sharing
Time: 15 minutes

Activity: Groups will come up in front of the class and share their mind map with everyone. I will tape them somewhere on the wall for reference.

 Title: Wrap Up
Time: 5 minutes

Activity: Inform students that these ideas will be used by them in their next writing project.


	Reflection: The mind maps are intended as a means for students to brainstorm ideas for their persuasive writing.
