	Title: School Beautification

	Approx. Time: 30 - 45 mins / lesson

	Materials: SmartBoard, papers, pencil crayons

	Big Ideas:  Students will come up with ideas for a school beautification project to use in their writing.

	Curriculum Expectations: 

Grade 3 and 4: 

· identify and use explicit techniques to arouse and maintain interest and to convince the audience
· draft ideas and information into short paragraphs, with topic and supporting sentences

	Objective/ Purpose of Lesson: To have students engaged in persuasive writing, by beginning with an art activity, and having them explain their art in writing afterwards. 


	Lesson 1 – 30 mins
Title: School Beautification Introduction – Hook                                          Time duration: 3 minutes

Activity: Tell that students that this is for real. Mr. Dyck wants to start a school beautification project. He has asked Room 3 for their input. 
Title: Ideas for School Beautification                                                              Time: 10 minutes

Activity:  Ask students what they would like to see at their school? 

Afterwards, show students PowerPoint slides of various school beautification projects and show them what school beautification looks like, so that they can see some examples. This will make them reflect on the following categories for school beautification: learning, beauty (asthetics), fun & play. Follow the slides.
Title: School Beautification Drawing                                                               Time: 20 minutes

Activity: Students will draw what they think the school should look like. They will use their art skills and ideas to come up with a great school beautification project. They will be asked specifically to come up with three ideas! 

Title: Work Sharing                                                                                             Time: 7 minutes

Activity: Have students share with a partner their drawings and discuss their ideas. I may choose 1-3 students work to share with the whole class at the carpet, whose work I think is worthy of display. Save 3-5 minutes for this. Take questions and comments from other students.
Lesson 2  - 45 mins
Title: The Letter – Hook                                                                                         Time duration: 3 minutes

Activity: Tell the students that the principal would like to see a professional letter drafted to him by the end of the week. The letter which is the most persuasive he will bring to the meeting for discussion to be used in the school beautification project. They can refer to their drawing. 
Title: Writing Your Introduction                                                                          Time: 13 minutes

Activity:  At the carpet as a class discussion, ask the students: what should we include first in our writing? Answer: our opinion. Could we begin by speaking about school beautification first? Ask students who we are writing to—who is our audience? (5 mins)
· Have students work for some time (5 mins). Those who finish early can share with another partner who is done, quietly. Have the persuasive word selections up on the SmartBoard.
· Gather at the carpet after most students have finished writing their introduction. Choose on a few students to share theirs (3 mins)
Title: Writing The Body                                                                                        Time: 18 minutes

Activity:  See if students remember how many reasons the writing should include. Each reason should be explained, and if possible, use an example. Choose on a student to give a reason. Then, have them explain their reason. If possible, have them use a real-life example or make one up, to convince the reader. (5 min)
· Have students work for some time (10 mins). Those who finish early can share with another partner who is done, quietly. 

· Gather at the carpet after most students have finished writing their introduction. Choose on a few students to share theirs (3 mins)
Title: The Closing                                                                                                   Time: 10 minutes

Activity:  Ask students how they think their writing should close. Answer: by re-stating their opinion. Ask students for some examples. (3 mins)
· Have students work for some time (5 mins)

· Gather at the carpet after most students have finished writing their introduction. Choose on a few students to share theirs (3 mins)
