	Title: Introduction to Persuasive Writing

	Approx. Time: 40 - 45 minutes

	Materials: SmartBoard, pencils, writing plan, etc.

	Big Ideas:  Students will learn the basics about what is persuasive writing and why it is important.

	Curriculum Expectations: 

Grade 3 and 4: 

· identify and use explicit techniques to arouse and maintain interest and to convince the audience

	Objective/ Purpose of Lesson:  Introduce students to persuasive writing, relevant terms, and construct an example of a piece of persuastive writing, with the class. 


	Activating Prior Knowledge/Action/Activity:

Title: Class Discussion - Hook
Time duration: 3 minutes

Activity: Tell the students that me and Mr. Paris were considering having an icecream day, in which everyone in Rm.3 is treated to 2 scoops of icecream. Ask who is in favour, and tell them that if they are able to persuade the principal it is a good idea, then they may get just that. 
Title: Persuasive Writing Introduction
Time: 10 minutes

Activity:  Using PowerPoint slides, discuss the basics of persuasive writing, its purpose, and what it is composed of (parts). Students will learn what it means to persuade. Students will learn that each piece of persuasive writing starts with an opinion, gives 2 – 3 reasons and examples to back up that opinion, and concludes by re-stating that opinion. A writing plan will be shown, but may not be filled with the class, due to time constraints. We will read an example of one piece of writing (if time allows?). 
Title: Persuasive Writing
Time: 30 minutes

Activity: Students will be given the task of writing a persuasive letter to the principal, attempting to persuade him why Rm.3 should be allowed a “special” day of their choice, once a month. They will be given a writing plan and a piece of paper to help brainstorm ideas. If students are struggling with ideas, I may ask them to speak with a partner in class. I will leave a document up on the SmartBoard, for students to use for choosing better words in their writing. 


	Reflection: 

-If time allows, it would be great to have class members share their piece of writing with the class
-To incorporate art as a pre-activity, students may draw their favorite icecream on a piece of paper. However, this will most likely take up %80 of student’s time and effort, pushing literacy (writing) to the end; may be a better activity for students who finish early?
